Data and Trends

ÅPopulation growth, changing demographics, 
and changing land uses are occurring

ÅFuture land use map from the 2003 
Comprehensive Land Use Plan Update does 
not reflect current land use patterns

ÅCurrent infrastructure, including sewer, 
water, roads, and utilities need to have 
capacity relative to future growth



Population
ÅThe Town and Monroe County continue to grow. In 

2010 the population of Henrietta was 42,581. 

Å2017 estimates of 43,536 people in Henrietta with 
projected growth to 44,343 in 2020 - about a 4% 
increase over 10 yrs. This does not account for RIT student 

population.
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Housing

The recent increase in 
multiple dwelling 
projects is part of 
other changes in land 
use also occurring in 
the Town. 
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Number of Multiple Dwelling Projects

Over 40% of multiple 
dwelling facilities -
approximately 3,000 
bedroom units were 
built within the past 
decade.

Land Use is Changing
ÅDevelopment patterns reflect housing and retail trends. 

ÅDemographics are changing housing markets:

o Seniors, empty-nesters, young professionals, and 
single heads-of-household are looking for housing 
alternatives to traditional single-family housing 

o College students are looking for 
off-campus housing options

ÅThe loss of retailers is resulting 
in underutilized or vacant 
commercial properties
